In 1935 Mr Mark Albert Talbot purchased the corner block
at the Herriot/Saleyard/Melrose intersection from Lachlan
McBean. In 1914 McBean had purchased the block with the
idea of gifting it to the community for the establishment of
a new Institute. This idea was quashed, however, in 1919,
when Robert T. Melrose gifted the land where the Soldiers
Memorial Hall now stands, creating much angst within the
community, especially for Mr Jim Herriot, Councillor,
Storekeeper and strong supporter of the McBean
proposition regarding the Institute.
