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Profile: Hazel Wilton 
Another Mount Pleasant Gem is Hazel 
Wilton (nee Deane) who is descended from 
one of the first settlers of the district, James 
Phillis.  In an interview conducted in 2010, 
Hazel explained that she was born at the 
then ‘new’ hospital, as one of the first births 
there; the relieving doctor was not in a 
condition to deliver the baby, and so Hazel 
was delivered by the nurses.  

Hazel attended Mount Pleasant Primary 
School when there were two classrooms and 
two teachers. The school day began with the 
ringing of a bell, then a salute to the flag, 
before the drum and fife band gave the beat 
for marching into school. Birdwood High 
School was reached by catching the ‘Goodies 
bus’ from Eden Valley, which went to 
Birdwood, and returning in the afternoon at 10 
past 5 pm. 

The telephone manual exchange in the district 
gave work for the young women and men, 
who worked as telephonists and Hazel was 
one of these, before promotion to the position 
of Supervisor which led to her eventually 
leaving the district for some years. With no 
CFS in the early days, it was often the girls on 

the Exchange 
who would 
spread the 
word of a 
bushfire. 
Farmers in the 
district had 
their own fire 

units, which 
were used at 
various 
incidents. 

As a teenager experiencing the effects of WW2, 
Hazel spoke of her ‘plane spotting’ and in 
March 1942 it was reported that … An air 
observation post to be manned by volunteer 
members, has been established. A meeting was held 
on Friday last in the Presbyterian Sunday school 
hall, when members were enrolled, and the following 
officers were elected: Mr. Ross Smith, chief air 
observer; Mr. McLean, deputy chief air observer; 
and Mrs. L. Lamton, woman deputy chief air 
observer. A roster of two-hourly shifts has been 
drawn up to provide continuous manning of the 
post, which commenced operation on Monday. 
About ninety members have enrolled, and great 
enthusiasm is being shown. The post is built upon 
one of the highest hills in the township, and provides 
an excellent view for "plane spotting."  
Hazel was a one of these volunteers during her 
off-duty time. She explained that the post was 
said to be placed at Mount Pleasant hill, and 
that is the hill we know as Mount Pleasant 
today, however, before this decision Mount 
Pleasant hill was actually on Phillis property; a 
hill adjacent to the current Mount Pleasant.   
The reporting of aeroplanes occurred with ‘air 
flash calls’ and these calls were put through to 
Adelaide in a matter of seconds, with a 
description of the plane, a location and a 
special number, to verify your call. Once 
rostered on you could not leave the post until a 
person arrived to take your place. As a

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volunteer you were expected to be able to 
identify and describe the plane, and this 
involved brief training. 
A newspaper reported… If an enemy plane flew 
over Adelaide its exact course would be followed on 
a huge table map in the basement of a city building, 
the pin on the map keeping pace with the plane. 
 
Hazel is proud of her VSD service… in May 1939, at 
Mount Pleasant, …A meeting in connection with the 
women's voluntary service detachment was held in the 
soldiers' memorial hall last Wednesday night. Mrs. E. 
Dutton, of Anlaby, was the speaker, and gave a vivid 
outline of the work which women could do under the 
movement in cases of national emergency. Dr. L. 
D.Cowling and Matron M. A. Nunn were appointed to 
instruct and lecture on the first aid and practical side of 
the work. A large gathering of ladies attended the 
meeting, which had been called by the district council 
and was presided over by the chairman (Mr. A. L. 
Starkey). 

Dr. Lionel Cowling was in charge of the first-
aid training and the VSD participants were 
required to pass an examination. There were 
15-20 young women involved, with training at 
the Soldiers Memorial Hall in the evenings, 
after work. 
 
Hazel’s contribution to Mount Pleasant 
continued on her return to the district, with her

husband, Ross Wilton. Their dedication to St 
John’s Anglican Church has helped that 
church to remain in service today. She has 
assisted regularly at the Saleyard Canteen 
with the Country Womens’ Association and 
continues to have a strong interest in this 
group, as well as the local Red Cross. 
A quietly spoken person, Hazel is a stalwart of 
the community, and has always been willing 
to share her local knowledge with others… 
she truly is one of our gems, and I for one, 
appreciate and admire her.
